Dr. Sultan Ahmed Al Jaber, CEO, MASDAR, 
Abu Dhabi Future Energy Company, will be 
presenting the MASDAR exemplar at this 
year’s conference.   
 
The Masdar Initiative is Abu Dhabi’s multi-faceted, multi-billion 
dollar investment in renewable and alternative energy and clean 
technology. Through its Carbon Management, Investment and 
Innovation and Special Projects Units, Masdar is helping to  
explore, develop and commercialize such future energy sources.   
 
The Masdar Institute for Science and Technology and Masdar 
Research Network are opening the Middle East’s first graduate 
university focused on future energy and sponsoring global  
research respectively. Masdar is a comprehensive investment in 
future energy solutions and clean technology – from design to 
research laboratory to mass deployment.  
 
It is the most ambitious sustainability program ever launched by a 
government – an initial investment of US$15 billion in projects 
targeting solar, wind and hydrogen power; carbon reduction and 
management; sustainable development; education;  
manufacturing; and research and development.   
 
Masdar also recently broke ground on Masdar City, a new 6.5 
square kilometer, zero carbon, zero waste development which is 
powered by 100 percent renewable energy. It will be the centre of 
a global platform for the development of new ideas in energy  
production and sustainable design. 

Masdar City will be constructed in seven 
phases, with the first being completed in 
late 2009.   
 
When fully completed in 2016, Masdar 
City will use 75 percent less power than a 

conventional city and less than half the desalinated water. It will 
be a car-free city housing up to 50,000 people and 1,500 busi-
nesses, becoming the hub for  
environmental research.

Among the financial instruments being used to finance the city’s 
development is the monetization of all carbon emission reductions 
under the Kyoto Protocol’s Clean Development Mechanism.

US agrees to binding emissions cuts 
The United States has softened its hard line stand on climate 
change action, with key Bush administration advisors saying they 
would agree to binding targets to cut greenhouse emissions as 
part of a new UN climate agreement. 
Carbon credits paid to preserve forest 
Attempts to preserve threatened rainforests in Asia and Africa are 
providing early examples of how carbon markets might be used to 
halt rapid rates of tropical deforestation, and the massive carbon 
emissions and biodiversity losses that result.
